The show combines elements of a real dog show into an amusing mix of look-alike human and dog competitions.  As in a dog show, both the owners and their dogs will compete in a series of obedience, agility, and intelligence trials, as well as in a variety of off-the-wall competitions featured at local dog events, such as making the strangest sound for a dog, being the most athletic pair, and showing off the best buns.  Previously Eleventh Day Entertainment has created numerous award-winning network and cable TV shows, including CBS’s 50th Anniversary Special, TNT’s Emmy Award-winning mini-series, and MGM’s When the Lion Roars.
